Glen Decker

Glen Decker began growing orchids at the age of 15 and holds a
degree of Associate in Applied Science in Ornamental Horticulture.

Glen is presently the owner of Piping Rock Orchids
(www.pipingrockorchids.com) and was recently the chairman of the
American Orchid Society's Publications Committee. He has won
numerous awards, including the Nax Trophy, W.W. Wilson Award and the Butterworth Prize.

He has been seen in Martha Stewart's Better Living Magazine and a PBS TV special called "Orchid
Delirium". Most recently, Glen wrote the Slipper section of the Brooklyn Botanic Garden's book "The
Best Orchids for Indoors" and was the technical editor for Wiley Publication's "Orchid's for
Dummies".

Glen's lecture will generally be everything you ever wanted to
about Phrags. This will include culture, the species and how
relate to hybrids and then finish with some hybrids with a final
discussion of kovachii.
